Incidents/Injuries: Carlisle has received three reports of mugs breaking.  No injuries were reported.
Description:  The nine models of mugs are sold in a variety of colors.  The mugs range from approximately 2 to 3 inches tall and are made of melamine.  The bottom of the mug has the name “Carlisle OKC, OK” and the model number imprinted on it along “Made in China” and “NSF.”  Some mugs may also include the model name and size.
Sold at:  Through distributor outlets and online, including food service companies, broadliners and equipment supply distributors.  The mugs were sold individually throughout 2011 and January 2012 for between $4 and $10 each.

Remedy: Consumers should stop using the mugs immediately and return them to the firm for a credit toward future purchase of Carlisle FoodService Products’ merchandise.
